Constitution OF the 5th New York Veteran Volunteer Infantry Co. “D”/ First Louisiana Infantry, Co “B”. 
1) The Unit will always be known as Follows: 5th New York Veteran Volunteer Infantry Co. “D” / First Louisiana Infantry, Co, “B”.. 

2) No one under the age of fourteen shall be able to carry a firearm in battle. 

3) Prospective members must attend Three Events and then be brought forward for a vote by the active members, for voting membership. 
4) Prospective Members may be voted in as a Family as long as the children are under the age of Eighteen or and the spouse is included.

5) Members of the unit shall show favorable progress (Uniform, Rifle, Leathers, Tent ,etc.) within a year after membership, or be brought forward for non-voting membership by  the active members. 

6) Dues of Two Dollars a month shall be paid by each member, or $4.00 per family. 

7) To stay an active member, dues Must be keep up to date. 

8) Dues are due twice a year with the first Installment due on January 1st and the second Installment due on July 1st for every active member. 

9) Dues are not refundable for any member. 

10) If a member falls behind on dues an excess of 1 year, that member shall be brought forward for voting of non-voting member. 

11) Non-active members are members that do not have dues paid and will not have the right to Vote on any issue brought forward to the members. 

12) All meetings shall be held on the Last Sunday of the month, no matter what month. Emergency meetings may be called by club officers as needed.

13) Anyone under the age of Eighteen is the responsibility of the active Company Commander and the Non Commissioned Officers for a weekends event unless with his/her parent. All members are the responsibility of the active Company Commander and the Non Commissioned Officers while in camp and on the battle field.

14) Any and all mishaps of Members, can be brought forward for vote of Automatic Dismissal from membership. 

15) Anyone under the age of Twenty-one shall not be permitted to drink any form of Alcohol or they shall be brought forward for the group to voting of removal from event. 

16) Anyone Twenty-one and older consuming alcohol shall conduct themselves in a civil manner or be brought forward for voting of non-membership. 

17) No active member, or prospective member, shall partake of any illegal drugs or suffer automatic dismissal of membership and possible Prosecution by law. 

18) Active members, and prospective members, shall be under the orders of the Company Commander and the Non Commissioned Officers during battles and at the times that the camp is open to the public. 

19) Any and all Disputes will be brought before the Company Commander and the Non Commissioned Officers to be settled. If the issue is serious enough, it will also be brought before the active members to be settled. 

20) All Commissioned and Non Commissioned Officers must attend at least Fifty Percent of one year’s events to keep their rank. 

21) Rank for members shall be determined by the recommendation of the Company Commander and the Non Commissioned Officers, then brought forward for voting by the active members. This is based upon size of unit and to meet the needs of battle field combatants. 

22) There shall be one President and 2 Trustees of the 5th New York Veteran Volunteer Infantry Co. “D”/1st Louisiana Infantry, Co “B”.  These board members shall also represent the Company Commander and Non Commissioned Officers in the event they can not be in attendance. 

23) All members must attend the 1 Event that is required by the Company Commander unless accused by the Company Commander. 

24) The unit 5th New York Veteran Volunteer Infantry Co. “D”/1st Louisiana Infantry, Co. “B” and it's members are not responsible far any Lost Or Stolen items. They are also not responsible for any accidents that may occur. 
25) Only NCO’s and Officers are allowed to carry revolvers into battle.
26) Only members of the “Old 5th” will be allowed to wear the Company badge unless awarded this badge by vote of membership.
